Dear Colleagues ,

1. In answer to your questions on matters concerning processes of productionof ne
w driving instructors ,under the European and Greek Legislation, we are sending
you herewith the “Vocational Outline” of the speciality “Instructor

of Driving and Traffic Training” (as itis now the title of our speciality

in Greece),which has been approved by the competent services of the Ministry

of Education and Lifelong Learning of Greece and we are awaiting its application

on the production, after the necessary Decrees have been passed

as it is provided by the pertinent legal procedures of our country.

The said “Outline” is the product of professional experience , scientific knowledge,
perspective , and constitutes a stop to unreasonable production of Instructors with
deficient knowledge . As far as the Instructor is concerned, it consists a professional
compass, a tonic to our social presence and a valve of vocational protection. It includes :
The new title of our specialty

Description and aims of our profession

Qualifications for matriculation and attendance of training

Duration of training

Mandatory and optional subjects to be taught

Indispensable knowledge and skills

Time and procedures of attendance

Procedures of testing and evaluation

Way of acquiring of practical knowledge

Practical tests towards the acquisition of Certificate

of Instructor

Procedures of awarding a License to

Exercise the profession

Vocational duties , obligations and rights

Continual service training of the Instructor

We propose it, without any hesitation , and as long as you approve of it,

you should send it on to the competent services of the European Union so that it
consists the “European Vocational Chart of the Instructor”, and so our
country may have Instructors of Driving and Traffic Training with knowledge

and expertise and a high level of traffic training.

This will make a spring-board for the realization of the dream of elimination

of road accidents, for less blood on the roads of our great land "Europe”,

as it is provided by the " Chart of Road Safety”.

According to the European as well as the Greek Legislation, the renewal and revision of
the “Vocational Outline” can be done after a five-year-period of application and then
every five years.

2. The directive 59 / 15 - 07 — 2003 of the European Union




This refers to the acquisition and the periodic issue of the “Certificate of Vocational
Ability” of the professional drivers who transport people and goods,

Paragraphl12 of the introduction does not expressly mention that this is the
responsibility of the Driving School and the Driving Trainer, leaving it to the
states-members to bestow this task onto the entities they choose .

Our European Federation must take all those necessary steps towards the

pertinent authorities of the E.U. , so that the above Directive to be amended so that
the task to be bestowed on the Driving Schools and Driving Instructors, since we

are the natural venue of providing training and vocational knowledge to drivers and
so safeguarding road safety .

The subjects taught to professional drivers , at the early stage of getting out their
driving licence , must be adapted to the programme of the initial acquisition of a
Certificate of Vocational Ability , so that the Training of Periodic Education

be made more understandable and available since drivers may need to get

this certificate in later age when itis not so easy to get that knowledge, and so

they will not need to follow a new cycle of basic training.

3. Organization of Driving Schools.

These Schools must constitute a uniform entity of Theoretical and Practical Training,
Refreshment Training and Additional Training for drivers, uniform for all the states
members of the E.U., so that these drivers may claim the supply of the necessary
knowledge from their states . At the same time, the principle of vocational

freedom and availability in exercising vocations within the

E.U. will be acceptable and applicable ( Directive 2006 /123 E.U. , and Act of the Greek
State No. 3919/ 2011).

The Schools must be equipped with the necessary electronic training tools and thei
r schemes should be modern, follow the current technology, have E.U. will be

time limits of use, and their substitution must be funded by financial

programs of the E.U.

4. Training and testing of candidate drivers and drivers.
The EFA should propose to the pertinent authorities of the E.U. programs

of theoretical and practical training to be applied by all the members

in the same way ,and also a plan of testing procedures. And that because

we think that the procedures provided by Directive 2006/126 are theoretical ,
unclear and indefinite .

The special manoeuvres during the text are executed at special testing parks
where the candidate will have the opportunity to show his minimum but

necessary driving knowledge and skills without the in- car presence of the

Trainer and the Examiner .

The rest part of the test should be made in real traffic conditions inside and
outside urban areas and along road of various traffic conditions.

The Driving Trainer should take active part in the examination and have the
opportunity to express his opinion to the official examiners.

We believe that in order that one should be able to examine, one should be

aware of the training by experience and have lived the psychology of the
examinee-driver.

What is being proposed above concerning the training and the examination of the ca
ndidate driver and the licensee driver constitutes the minimum requirements, taken into
consideration that we refer to the training and the examination aiming

at the acquisition of knowledge and skills that will keep us alive,

so much when in Europe numerous efforts are made and lots of money is spent in
advertising campaigns to have road accidents lessened .

We should remind that the yearly cost of road accidents in Europe

is higher than the yearly cost of car production , let alone the loss of life.

5. Insurance of trainee drivers.
We must propose that a E.U. Directive be issued providing the pre- requisites
and processes of insuring the trainee candidate drivers and licensed drivers




during training and testing .The legal protection of the Trainer during the
exercise of his vocation must be the foremost duty of our Union

6. All the above expressed issues will be analysed in detail during the first
sitting of our Union’s Board of Directors, that is why we invite you to sent
these presents on to the members of the Union, so that they should be
adequately informed and ready during the session.
